5. Start searching online (or use one of your own photos) for an image or picture that is representative of your memoir. Find several possibilities and save them by following these steps:
· Right-click on the image by tapping the touchpad with two fingers. 
· Choose “Save image as,” and this will pull up the Downloads box.
· Click on Google Drive on the upper-left corner of the box.

· Tap on the touchpad with two fingers, and choose “New Folder.”

· Name the folder “Memoir Pictures” and hit enter. Then double-click on that folder.
· Check to see if the file name (at the bottom of the box) is what you want the picture saved as, and then click on “Save” in the bottom right-hand corner of the box.

6. Get into a group of 4-5 people. You will be using your pictures and memoirs to create a movie.

Step One

· Go to Picmonkey.com and click on “Edit a Photo.” (You don’t have to sign in.)
· Click on the folder you created – Memoir Pictures – and choose your picture.
· Once your picture pulls up, click on “Tt” on the left side of the screen and choose “Add Text.”
· Move the text box where you’d like it, choose a font, and type in your memoir.
· Choose another text book to type your name in it somewhere on the image.
· Click on “Save” above the picture.
· Change the file name so you know which picture has the memoir typed on it, and click on “Save to my computer.”
· When the “save file” box pulls up (make sure it’s still in the Memoir Pictures folder), click on Save at the bottom right corner.
· Repeat for 2nd memoir.
Step Two
· Go to www.animoto.com
· Choose one person in your group to sign up for a free account.
· Share your photos with this person by clicking on Google Drive on the bottom of your computer screen. Click on the Memoir Pictures folder, click on the box next to the pictures you want to share, and then choose the Share button (the icon has a person and a + sign). Type in your group member’s email address at the bottom of the box where it says “Invite People,” and then click “Share and Save.”

· Once everyone in your group has shared their pictures with this person, work together to choose the style you would like for your movie.
· Add pictures from the images saved in your Google Drive and shared with you from your group by clicking “Add Pics and Vids” and then choosing “Upload Pictures and Video.” Click on Google Drive on the left to find your pictures.
· Choose the music for your movie. You will see a song listed right above your pictures. Click on it to change the song. You can choose one of the songs listed or upload a different song.
