Analysis Presentation
Using the information from your analysis paper, you will now create a Google Presentation and share it with the class.
Creating the Google Presentation
1. Go to your Google Drive and click on “Create.” Then choose “Presentation.”

2. Choose a theme for your presentation and click “Okay.”

3. On the first slide, type a title for your presentation. Type your full name and period on the Subtitle line.

4. Click on “Untitled Presentation” at the top left-hand side of the screen. Type your full name, period, and Analysis Presentation to rename the file.

4. At the top of the screen on the left side, click on the plus sign (+) to add new slides.

5. To add images or videos, click on Insert at the top of the screen.

6. Your finished presentation should include the following:

· 4-5 slides (including the title slide)

· 1-2 images or video clips (video clips should not be longer than 30 seconds)

· Information about what your topic. This could include background info or descriptive details.
· Details that explain your analysis of one aspect.
· Use bullet points instead of complete sentences.

Giving Your Presentation

· Use the Google Presentation you created to show your analysis.

· First, tell the class about your topic. Give any necessary background information.

· Next, explain your analysis of one of the aspects of your topic.
