Hate List: Sociogram
What is it? 

A sociogram is a visual representation of the relationships among characters in a literary text. Pictures, symbols, shapes, colors, and line styles are used to illustrate these relationships. 

What does it look like? 

In a sociogram, the central character(s) is placed at the center of the page, and the other characters are placed around him/her. The spatial relationship on the page should in some way represent each of the character’s relationship with the main character, as well as with each other. Lines/arrows are used to show the “direction and nature” of the relationship (strength/weakness, friend/foe, love/hate, etc.). 
Characters:

· Main character – Place in center of the page
· Other characters – Place around the main character
Spatial Relationship

· The spatial relationship (spacing) among the characters is extremely important and should represent each character’s relationship with the main character.
Shapes and Symbols

· The size and shape of symbols can represent each character’s personality, importance, power, etc. 
Lines and Arrows

· Use lines and arrows to show the direction and nature of the various relationships. Lines can be jagged, wavy, solid, broken, different thicknesses. Ask yourself this question, “If I drew ______ line, what would that mean about the relationship of these two characters?” Strength/weakness, friend/foe, love, hate?
Dividing Lines

· A dividing line can be used to place supporting characters of the main character on one side of the paper and antagonistic characters on the other side.
Character Motivation

· Use color and visual symbols to represent this.
· On the inside of a character’s circle, write a few key words that describe the character.
· On the outside of the character’s circle use arrows to represent forces that have influenced the character.
