1. In a paragraph, answer the following: What was one major theme in the novel? How did you see this theme reflected in the characters, the dialogue, the conflict, the setting, or the overall tone of the work?

2. In a paragraph, answer the following: What was the major conflict of the novel? How was it resolved?

3. Determine what you found to be the most significant moment of the work you read. In a paragraph, explain why this moment was significant, particularly in relation to the major theme and the book as a whole.
Written Assignment: Page 2
1. Choose three quotes. Type each quote. Underneath the quote, write a paragraph explaining why you found the quote to be significant, especially in how it relates to the theme. Try to respond in terms of the elements of literature – setting, character, point of view, imagery, symbolism, and tone/attitude.
2. No SparkNotes or CliffNotes! I am interested in what YOU have to say and what YOU think about what you read.

3. In the upper left-hand corner of the page, type your full name, period, and title/author of the book you read.
